In the grimmest years they defended at the cost of
blood not only the dignity and sovereignty of their
country but also global peace and security, put the
dangerous current of world politics to rights and
brought an epochal victory to mankind. These are
the immortal feats the wartime generation of Russia
performed, and herein lies the special and eternal historic
significance of the feats which nothing can tar or cover
up.

Had great Russia not destroyed fascist Germany,

Russians are the last people to tolerate injustice and
yield to any formidable enemy; they win final victory
without fail by making incomparably persistent and
inexhaustible exertions; their spirit commands universal
praise from around the world, and their great spirit of
defending their country at any cost serves as a spiritual
model for our people.

Today, I am celebrating with my Russian friends the
80th anniversary of the victory in the Great Patriotic
War. This itself is the very expression of the unshakably
strong will of our two countries to frustrate the challenge
by neo-Nazism and contribute to peace of the world and
safety of mankind.

Today the service personnel and other people of
Russia, as descendants of the legendary victorious
wartime generation, have again shouldered the heavy
responsibility of defending global peace and security
of their own accord, resolutely executing the special
military operations against Ukraine.

As for the hostile forces’ adventurous military moves
of blatantly violating the sovereignty and security of
Russia, our fraternal country, I promptly shared with
Comrade President Putin my view of this as something
tantamount to an invasion of our own state and my
decision to discharge our treaty obligations with sincerity.
Then I ordered the combat sub-units of our Republic’s
armed forces to join in the Russian armed forces’ action
to wipe out the neo-Nazi occupiers from Ukraine and
liberate the Kursk area.

Such recklessness will spread like a highly infectious
virus.

The US and its vassal states are staging
a series of nuclear operation drills on
the Korean peninsula and in its vicinity
after making a nuclear war against
the Democratic People’s Republic of
Korea a fait accompli and opening to
the public an extremely adventurous
scenario for a nuclear war. This reckless
act of aggravating the situation requires
that the armed forces of the DPRK
maintain a rapid reaction capability and
thoroughgoing war posture.

A joint striking drill was conducted on
May 8 to raise the fighting efficiency of
long-range artillery and missile soldiers’
sub-units on the eastern front amid
intensive combat training at all levels
of the Korean People’s Army being
organized and conducted to improve the
whole army’s overwhelming capability
for countering a war true to the spirit of the
Eleventh Plenary Meeting of the Eighth
Central Committee of the Workers’ Party
of Korea.

The respected Comrade Kim Jong Un

guided the joint striking drill of
long-range  artillery and  missile
systems.

He was accompanied by Pak Jong Chon,
Jo Chun Ryong and Kim Jong Sik, senior
officials of the WPK Central Committee,
Jang Chang Ha, general director of the
Missile Administration of the DPRK,
and Kim Yong Hwan, president of the
Academy of Defence Sciences.

Mobilized in the drill were 600mm
multiple rocket launchers and tactical
ballistic missile Hwasongpho-11 Ka.

The drill was aimed at making the
sub-units master the procedures for the
operation of the above-mentioned guns
and missile attack systems according to
the national combined nuclear weapons
management system.

A spokesman for the Ministry
of National Defence of the DPRK,
introducing the drill, said that it would be
a sufficient measure of action to show the
rapid counteraction posture and capability
of the armed forces of the DPRK capable
of coping with the change of the military
situation aggravated by the enemy in the

sensitive region.

Prior to firing, the operational
reliability of the Haekpangasoe system
was inspected layer by layer.

There took place detailed trainings
for making all the sub-units master the
procedures and processes for rapidly
switching over to the nuclear counterattack
posture and a separate special lecture for
the commanding officers on the operation
of the counterattack system.

Then, the firepower sub-units fired
simultaneously and in order, and
separately or jointly, at different enemy
targets in the assigned direction and
distance.

The goal of the drill was achieved,
and the reliability of the command and
mobilization system capable of quickly
reacting to any nuclear crisis was verified.

Stressing the need to steadily enhance
the pivotal role of the nuclear forces in
all aspects of the strategies to deter war
and fight it, Kim Jong Un said that it is
very important to constantly perfect the
regular combat readiness of the nuclear
forces.

He said that the DPRK should continue
to direct efforts to steadily improving the
long-range precision striking capability
and efficiency of weapon systems,
proceeding from the security environment
of our state and the actual requirements of
modern warfare.

He affirmed that the radical growth
of the artillery forces, portending many
changes in the practice of our future
military actions, will provide greater
and different possibilities for securing
the operations capabilities of our
army.

he Workers’ Party of
I Korea set forth the

‘US arms buildup
will be unwise
option adding to
uncertainty of its

mainland

ecently, the fact that
an interceptor drill
simulating the so-

called ICBM attack of an
enemy state was conducted
under the inspection of the
US secretary of the Army
at the Fort Greely military
base in Alaska of the US
was disclosed.

The drill, which was
conducted under the
signboard of “defense of the
mainland”, is, in essence,
a military action of an
offensive nature that made a
nuclear war with the DPRK
a fait accompli.

If the US does not seek a
nuclear war with the DPRK,
such a thing that the strategic
nuclear force of the DPRK
targets the US mainland will
not happen and there is no
need to talk about the so-
called “interception”.

The fact that the DPRK’s
ICBM was  designated
as an intercepting target
proves that the US has
made preemptive nuclear
attack on the DPRK a fait
accompli and is trying to
master counteraction to
retaliatory strike.

The US arms buildup for
attack to secure military

edge in the region has
recently been conducted
more  intensively and
openly on the Korean
peninsula and in the
region.

The US 7th Air Force
announced a plan to move
31 F-16 fighters from the
Kunsan Air Force Base in
the ROK to the Osan Air
Force Base to form the
second “super-powerful
wing” and is examining
the plan for constantly
deploying 20 F-35A stealth
fighters in Kunsan. This
proves that the appearance
of the ultra-modern attack
means of the US Air Force
specializing in preemptive
strike  has entered the
stage of countdown near
the southern border of the
DPRK.

Earlier,

additionally deployed
F-35A stealth fighters at the
Kadena Air Force Base in
January and F-35B stealth
fighters at the Iwakuni
Air Force Base in March.
Shortly ago, two B-1B
strategic bombers were
stationed for a long time
at the Misawa Air Force
Base under the pretext of
rotational deployment.

As a result, the
surrounding area of the
Korean peninsula has turned
into a huge sortie base where
the strategic assets of the US
Air Force, including B-1B
strategic bombers, F-22
stealth fighters and three
kinds of stealth fighters of
F-35 series, are massively
assembled.

The US air combat power
buildup is a revelation of
its extremely dangerous
military intention both in
name andreality toensure the
superiority of the command
of the air in contingency and
enhance the promptness and
efficiency of the nuclear
preemptive attack capability
against the DPRK through
the operational combination
of strategic bombers and
main fighters.

All the circumstances
prove that the US arms
buildup to raise the level
of war preparations in
all aspects of attack and
defense has entered the
stage of mastering practical
action, far beyond the level
of demonstration.

The World
Meteorological
Organization recently
released the  shocking

news that the global mean
temperature rose by 1.55
degrees Celsius in 2024
over the pre-industrial
revolution period, breaking
the 1.5 degrees Celsius
ceiling set forth by the
Paris agreement on climate
change ten years ago.

Vanishing island country
and glaciers

Aerospace experts of
a country published a
surprising research result
that Tuvalu, a Pacific
island country, is in danger
of being submerged within
several decades due to the
sea level rise caused by
climate change.

Only two metres above
sea level on average, it
would be the first country
in the world where man
cannot live, it said.

It is not the only island
country that is vanishing
from the world map.

Glaciers, a major source
of water for domestic and
agricultural use billions of
people regard as the life-
giving water, are rapidly
melting in different parts of
the world.

Glaciers account for
68.7% of the total amount
of fresh water on the
earth, but they are rapidly

disappearing under
the influence of global
warming.

Last year alone, 450

billion tons of glaciers
reportedly melted
worldwide and about 9
trillion tons of glaciers have
disappeared in 50 years
since 1975.

According to  data
available, nearly 40% of
glaciers over the Alps in
Europe have melted in the
21st century.

Dying ‘lung of the earth’

The “lung of the earth”
which cleanses the air to
provide a fresh and clean
environment has  been
seriously damaged by the
effects of global warming.

According to information
available, over 400 million
hectares of forests have
been lost on the earth in
recent three decades.

In the famous Amazon
tropical forest of South
America, 35 percent
of the vegetation area
disappeared, with  the
result that more than 8 000
species of plants and 2 300
species of animals living
there are now in danger of
extinction.

Over 22 million hectares
of woodland there were
devastated in nine months
in 2024.

A scientific research
report co-authored by 200
scientists of the world said
that the Amazon tropical

forest is emitting more
carbon dioxide than it
absorbs.

World’s agricultural
production in crisis

Climate change has made
a tremendous impact on
agricultural production in
the world.

The recent report
“Impact of disasters on
agriculture  and  food

security” published by the

UN Food and Agriculture
Organization said that the
incidence of disasters in
the world was less than
100 a year in the 1970s,
but in the recent 20 years
it increased to nearly 400
a year, causing damage to
hundreds of millions of tons

of agricultural products
every year.
It also had terrible
consequences on fruit
farming.

In some countries the
output of seasonal fruits
and vegetables for day-
to-day cooking gradually
decreased due to abnormal
weather conditions last
year and thereby they have
become “rare fruits” and
“rare vegetables”.

Caused by the rapid
increase in carbon dioxide
emission, all these
disasters ~ constitute  a
serious challenge facing
mankind.

To prevent global
warming and  protect
ecological environment
is an undertaking for
maintaining the existence
of mankind.

Therefore, the
international ~ community
set March 21, 22 and 23
as World Glacier Day,
World Water Day and
World Meteorological Day
respectively and calls on all
countries to make concerted
efforts to control the
emission of carbon dioxide,
a major contributor to
disastrous climate change.

Many countries,
particularly the United
States and other Western
countries, still turn their
faces away from this
appeal, giving priority
to their immediate
economic profits, but no
specific country will be
an exception in the face of
global calamities.
